Has been President of Gravesend Historical Society and was President of Dartford Historical and
Antiquarian Society for three years. He is also Municipal Mace Bearer for Gravesham Borough Council,
Official Cobham Hall House & Garden guide, and historical advisor to Swanscombe & Greenhithe Town
Council.

He says he is a librarian by profession and a local historian by inclination.
